Mark Buschkamp, Director of CAEDC requested from Council their continued support to continue their success in working with existing businesses and attracting new businesses and opportunities.  Buschkamp serves on the Highway 20 Commission and they are seeing some progress.  Mayor thanked Buschkamp for the good job he is doing and his progressive efforts to grow our communities.  

Jim Thatcher appeared before Council concerning the vacant lot at 116 N. Main St.  Thatcher is interested in purchasing the property from the City of Aurelia and beautifying by installing a stone path, flower beds, picnic tables, and park benches.  The City of Aurelia did have a business interested in the property at one time and would like to contact them first.  Council agreed it would be a nice addition to our downtown.  After further discussion Council will discuss with business owner and get back with Thatcher.
Gerald Britt appeared before Council concerning two trees he hired to have removed in his parking at 409 Myrtle Street.  Because Gerald felt these trees were diseased and dying, he would like the City to help with the cost of removal.  Council contacts Don Avis to do an inspection of trees before removal and Avis gives his opinion.  Britt informed Council there is still one tree standing in the parking and feels it is in the same shape as the other trees were.  Council informed Britt that trees in the parking need to be inspected before removal.  Council directed Messerole to contact Don Avis for an inspection and get his opinion.  Council will notify Britt of his inspection.
Mark Sangwin reviewed with Council the items that have been completed on the Public Works “Things to Do List”.  Sangwin did fix the door at the pool, but otherwise has spent most of his time preparing equipment for snow removal, and clearing streets of snow and ice, cleaned sewer line in the 500 block of Walnut Street, put up Christmas decorations, and put in water main to the new Community Center.  Sangwin ordered tire chains for the snow plow.  Sangwin advised he is keeping a daily log and it is available for review.  Discussion was held concerning a liquid salt brine system. Council advised Sangwin he is doing a good job.
The sidewalk in front of 113 N. Main St. was cleared off by the City of Aurelia because of the accumulation of snow and ice.  As this was a one time incident, the owner has been notified and will be charged if not cleaned in the future.

Because the City clears the snow from E. 6th Street, some of the snow is piled on the Golf Course parking lot; the Council agreed the City will clear their parking lot.
Fuel barrel is being ordered and the Fire Marshall gave the go ahead because of the location of the barrel as it is far enough away from any other structures.  Sangwin is looking into building a skid for the tank.  

Street, curb, and gutter have been repaired on 3rd Street, by new Community Center, after water main was installed

Because the mower was used to mulch up leaves, to trade at Builders Sharpening would now cost the City $12.60 more. Lindgren made motion to trade mower for $797.10, second by Keith.  Roll call vote “aye” Lindgren, Evans, Keith “nay” none.  Motion carried.  Henkel and Ballantyne absent.

Council reviewed Resolution #07-22 “Amending the Aurelia Employee Handbook by revising the Overtime and Work Time Policy”.  Overtime and Work time was incorporated and holiday work time was discussed.  Evans and Messerole will check Iowa Labor Laws and Council will discuss at their next regular meeting.
Employee Holidays were discussed.

Keith made motion to write off the City’s annual portion of bad utility debt in the amount of $606.17, second by Evans.  Roll call vote “aye” Evans, Keith, Lindgren “nay” none.  Motion carried. Henkel and Ballantyne absent.

Evans made motion to contribute $1,000 to Mid-Sioux Opportunities, second by Lindgren.  Roll call vote “aye” Keith, Lindgren, Evans “nay” none.  Motion carried. Henkel and Ballantyne absent.

Snow parking ordinance was discussed.

Evans made motion to approve Resolution #07-23 “A Resolution Directing the Clerk to Publish Notice of Hearing on the Proposed Code of Ordinances by Amending Chapter 57 Dangerous and Vicious Animals” and set public hearing for January 18, 2008, second by Keith. Roll call vote “aye” Lindgren, Evans, Keith “nay” none.  Motion carried. Henkel and Ballantyne absent.

A 2008-09 budget workshop has been set for Monday, January 14, 2008; beginning at 7:00 pm.  Messerole will prepare budget worksheets and distribute to all Council members before meeting.
The Aurelia City Council will meet jointly with the Municipal Electric Board on Monday, January 21, 2008; 6:30 pm.  Aurelia City Council will continue with their regular monthly meeting at 7:00 pm.

Bowen informed Council that another light needed to be installed above the side door entrance at the new Community Center.  Building Committee did meet with Kuehl and Payer on December 13, 2007, concerning the proposed parking lot.  Council reviewed three preliminary diagrams and agreed they are happy with sketch #1 which allows for 51 parking spaces.  The City will put up a privacy fence to the north of the new parking lot.  

The water main extension to the new community center has been completed and invoices were reviewed.  Current invoices include:  Bonnesen Plumbing - $4,476.44; Lundell Construction $466.00; Brown Supply $795.12; Alliance Concrete $666.00; and Hallett Materials $810.30, totaling $7,213.86.  It was noted that some of the loads of sand were used by the City for snow removal and some of the water main repair parts will be used for the City’s future inventory.  After further discussion, Keith made motion to pay these invoices totaling $7,213.86 out the City’s water and street budget for the community center project, second by Evans.  Roll call vote “aye” Evans, Keith, Lindgren, “nay” none.  Motion carried.  Henkel and Ballantyne absent.
Henkel was not present to give a Landfill Report.
There being no further business to discuss, meeting was adjourned
